Guidelines, Rules and Regulations

1. Choirs will be selected on a first entry basis by the entry deadline.
Entry deadline is Friday, April 6, 2012 (postmarked).

2. In order to participate, your choir is required to return a completed entry form. The
form must be mailed to: Beta Chi Omega Chapter, P.O. Box 13891, Roanoke, VA 24038
(By the entry date).

3. Degrading of other choirs or churches will not be allowed.

Flammable materials or use of pyrotechnic equipment is strictly prohibited.
All props and backdrops must be removed from the stage at the conclusion of the
performance and taken with the choir at the conclusion of the show.

6. Any choir that needs special music, lighting, or any other form of technical assistance
during the performance must indicate this on the entry form.

7. If a choir has an introduction that they want read by the emcee, it must be provided in
writing to the sorority with the entry form.

8. Each choir is strongly encouraged to be mindful that this event is a family event.

9. Choirs assume all the risk and responsibility in their performance and for the actions of
their choir that may cause harm or bodily injury to people or property.

Time Limit
1. No longer than 7 minutes for the entire show (including the introduction).

2. If your show exceeds the 7 minutes, 5 points will be deducted from the total score for
each minute over.

Judging Criteria

Introduction (10pts)

Content (20pts)

Appearance (20pts)
Showmanship/Crowd Reaction (20pts)
Overall Performance (30pts)
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Total 100 points
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**The decision of the judges is FINAL.

Awards and Prizes

The following prizes will be awarded at the end of the show:
First Place Winner —Cash prize of $500.

Second Place Winner-Cash prize of $250.

Third Place Winner-Cash prize of $150.

Miscellaneous Information

1. All choir members will be admitted in the show, free of charge. The names of each team
member should be listed on the entry form, if the name is not listed, he/she must pay
for a ticket.

2. Each choir member participating will be allotted space back stage, if anyone wants to
see the show they will have to purchase a ticket. Seats are only for paid patrons.
